Big Green Soccer Complex Rules

No Smoking

Pick up your trash immediately following your game

Gate to the complex open one hour before the first match.
Team registration

All team applications for tournament must be completed accurately and received by the deadline.

Team Check-in

Team check-in will take place on Friday evening from 6PM to 8PM at the Big Green Soccer Complex (I44 & East Lee Blvd). Tournament officials will validate official rosters and medical

release forms.

Guest Players

Maximum guest players – 3.

Schedule Changes

At check-in, teams shall check the scoreboard for schedule changes. Schedules will also be updated on the website at www.lawtonsoccer.com.

Team Standings and Tiebreakers

Standings will be based on the following scoring system:

Win – 3 points

Tie – 1 point

Loss – 0 points
Order of tiebreakers:

1. Head to head 

2. Most wins

3. Goal differential (max 5 per game)

4. Most shutouts

5. Fewest goals allowed

6. goal differential (no max)

7. If still tied, then FIFA penalty kicks will determine the winner

       *** If three teams are tied, each step will be evaluated until there is a winner or one team is

      eliminated.  If one team is eliminated, the remaining two teams will be evaluated starting over

     with step one.

There are no overtime periods in the preliminary round (or in divisions without a championship match). In Semi-Final or Championship match that is tied at the end of regulation, the winner will be decided on “Golden Goal” (2 x 10 minutes). If there is not a winner after this overtime then the game will be decided by FIFA penalty kicks.

Game Time, Jerseys, and Playing Conditions             

Kickoff will be at the scheduled time unless games are delayed. A team not ready to play at the

Scheduled time or immediately after the conclusion of the previous game is subject to forfeiting the match.

Spectators will sit on one side of the field and teams will sit on the other.  The home team is listed first or on top in the schedule. The home team will sit on the east side of the center line (or north side of center line for north/south fields).

In case of color conflict, the home team is responsible for changing to an alternate color.

Each team must be prepared to provide a game ball to the referee prior to start of the game.

In case of inclement weather, the Tournament Director will determine if a game is to be played.  Games shall be considered complete if one half of the game has elapsed.  The score at the stoppage of play will be the final score. If the tournament should be cancelled entirely due to the weather, entry fees will be refunded less an administration fee.

Team Discipline

An ejected player or coach is ineligible for the next scheduled game. Any ejected player or coach must report to tournament headquarters immediately after receiving the red card or ejection. Ejection for fighting may result in the player(s) not being allowed to participate in the remainder of the tournament (after review by the tournament director).

A player who accumulates three yellow cards in the tournament will serve a 1-game suspension for the next tournament game. Should a player receive a red card, that player must sit out the remainder of that game plus the next game. Should a player receive a second red card in the tournament, that player may be suspended from the remainder of the tournament.

All red cards will be reported to your state association. The coach is responsible for the verbal and physical abuse of referees by his/her spectators. Such abuse will not be tolerated! Violations may result in forfeit of the game and/or expulsion from the tournament.

Team Warm-Up

No warn-ups in the penalty area.

Matters Not Provided For

Any matters not provided for shall be determined by the Tournament Director, whose decision will be final.
